e Children are free to choose any tasks they wish from their homework grid, regardless of subject.
Please choose activities that you think your child will enjoy- they are designed to enhance the teaching
and learning that has taken place in class.

e We have provided a log in for spelling shed. This is to be used on the website. There is a paid version
of an app but we do not expect parents and carers to purchase it.

e The aim is that children will complete a task every two weeks but we understand that life can be busy
and this is not always possible.

e The aim is that children will read 5 times a week. This is based on the extensive research around the
impact of regular reading.

Year 1 Count in multiples of 2, 5 and 10. Recall and use doubles of all
numbers to 10 and corresponding halves.

Year 2 Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10
multiplication tables.

Year 3 Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8
multiplication tables.

Year 4 Recall multiplication and division facts for all multiplication tables up
to 12 x 12.

Year 5 &6 Revision of all times tables and division facts up to 12 x 12.
